Please join us for the Palouse Youth Hockey Association’s Mite Winter Freeze Jamboree and Junior Mite Cross Ice games, February 10-12, 2012 in Moscow, Idaho.  

We will have a maximum of six teams at the Mite level House/Recreational/Beginning travel team tournament (no rep players please).  Each team will play a minimum of 4 games. Games may begin as early as 5:15 PM on Friday, February 10 and will end by early afternoon on Sunday, February 12. Games may not begin before 8:00 AM on Saturday and Sunday. All games will be played at the Palouse Ice Rink, at the Rotary Veteran’s Memorial Pavilion, in Moscow, ID.  Although we hope to have a full sheet of ice in the near future, our ice surface is currently ¾ size, measuring 61 feet wide by 160 long.  The senior mite games will be played on 2/3 ice with one official.  There will be no icing and no off sides.  The registration cost is $600, payable to PYHA.  The remaining 1/3 ice will be used for cross ice play between additional players on the scheduled teams and will be supervised by USA Hockey registered coaches.

In addition to the Senior Mite games, we are pleased to announce the option of cross ice play for junior mites, ages 4-6.  We will conveniently schedule 2 cross ice sessions on Saturday, February 11. We will be able to accommodate 6 junior mite teams that will play simultaneously.  Each team will have the opportunity to play four different teams, if 6 teams participate.  Cost is $150 per team and all players must be registered with USA Hockey.  You may register up to 10 players on a junior mite team by completing the attached registration form and selecting Junior Mite Cross Ice games.  Teams should provide one or more USA Hockey registered Coaches to assist with on-ice activities, helmets are required.

PYHA Senior Mite Winter Freeze Jamboree
Rules and Regulations


1. All players must be registered and in good standing with USA Hockey.

2. USA Hockey Rosters are required prior to the tournament.  A documentation check may be held prior to games. Teams should bring players’ medical release forms to the tournament. All rosters are frozen at the completion of the team’s first game.

3. Games will consist of three 15-minute running clock periods.  There will be a 5 minute warm up and 1 minute between periods.  The last 3 minutes of the 3rd period will be stop clock if the goal differential is 1 or less. Ice will not be resurfaced between periods.

4. Teams will be awarded 2 points for a win and 1 point for a tie.  The round robin portion of the tournament will not have tie-breakers (shoot outs or overtime).  In the event that teams are tied in the scoring system at the end of the round robin portion, the tie-breaking criteria will be based on the USA Hockey Guide.

5. All teams will participate in a play-off game based on their point total.

6. Play-off games that end in a tie will be decided with a 5-man shoot out.  If still tied then there will be a 1-man shoot out using players that were not part of the 5 man shoot out group until there is a winner.  

7. If the Championship game is tied at the end of 3 periods, there will be one 5 minute sudden death period.  If still tied, then the game will be decided with a 5 man shoot out.  If still tied then there will be a 1 man shoot out using players that were not part of the 5 man shoot out group until there is a winner.

8. No protests allowed on officials’ judgment calls.  Only infractions of USA Hockey rules and tournament rules will be heard.  Protests must be filed with the tournament director within 15 minutes of the conclusion of the game.  A judgment will be rendered within 90 minutes of receipt of the protest.
